January Newsletter for Science ~ ��������	�  
 
 This school year each of my grade level sections has or will be conducting a long term science project. 
Eighth and seventh grades have both completed this assignment; and it has been exhilarating to observe the 
quality of the projects and the dedication of the students. The sixth grade has started developing their projects 
by identifying variables, writing purposes and hypotheses, as well as creating the procedure. The long term 
project encompasses technology-researching, keyboarding and power point presentations using the new LCD 
monitor; communications-writing a research paper and oral presentations; and science-Standard 1 Inquiry. 
Fifth grade will begin the project towards the end of the current nine weeks. 
 Eighth grade is currently working on geologic time by researching each of the eons and the eras within the 
Phanerozoic Eon. The information will be used in a diorama while incorporating art media. 
 Seventh grade has been studying minerals, rocks and the rock cycle. We have identified minerals based 
upon streak, hardness, cleavage, and color-the most unreliable. Students have also compared igneous, meta-
morphic, and sedimentary rocks based upon general characteristics, and are now looking at each rock group 
independently. They will culminate by using crayons to model the complete rock cycle. 
 Sixth grade has been working on cells which involved structures within and differences between plant and 
animal cells as well as genetics-dominate and recessive traits which are passed on through the process of meio-
sis. They will be completing a creature based upon characteristics drawn at random that will be compared to 
classmates’ creatures. 
 Space, the final frontier, otherwise known as astronomy, is the topic of study for the fifth grade. We began 
by using a timeline to order historical events from the 1950’s to the present. This led to the discussion of how 
NASA was formed and the great space race between the Soviet Union and the United States. Timeline predic-
tions were rearranged as new information was gained. The students reviewed measurement and ratios while 
constructing a distance and planetary model. Research is now being conducted by students on a planet that was 
randomly selected. The information will be put into a power point and presented to the class. The planet mod-
els will be completed, added to the distance modeled and discussed. 
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Well, the holidays are over and everyone is back at school 
ready to work hard and gear up for the second semester.  
The teachers are currently working on formative 
assessments in grades 3rd-8th. These formatives will help 
teachers analyze what students need to work on prior to 
our state assessments coming up in March.
