Class Jobs:

Agendas:
Creating responsibility is the main objective of this agenda.  Students will write a brief summary of our day, bring it home, have it signed, and then most importantly bring it back.  

Mailboxes & Lockers:
Each student has been assigned a locker in the hallway to store their backpacks & coats during the day.  Students have individual mailboxes in our classroom.


Spelling Folders:
This year’s spelling will be very individualized.  Students will be given a weekly list on Monday, expected to complete 3 spelling assignments on their own, and tests will be given Friday mornings.
